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The commoditisation of nature that results from capitalist relations of production has created an ecological crisis. One aspect of this crisis is the global climate crisis. Other aspects of this crisis such as this ecological destruction, drought, extreme weather events, a water and food crisis, forced migrations are deepening existing social injustice.

All over the world the search for solutions and the struggle against the climate crisis continues. Programmes with names like “The Green New Order” and “Green Dialogue” try to keep the struggle against the climate crisis within the scope of the interests of the capitalist class and the continuation of the world imperialist system. All of these technological solutions  deepen the ecological crisis and use science, not for the benefit of the people, but for the benefit of the system.

Drought, the water and food crisis, soil erosion, deforestation, disasters caused by extreme weather events, pandemics of increasing strength and other devastating events along with the consequent forced migrations are among the problems caused. Policies to deal with these problems that, rather than being on the side of the people are against the people, are affecting the people of Turkey, Mesopotamia and the Middle East fundamentally. The states in the region, including Turkey (governments and companies) rather than developing policies and taking measures to prevent the exceptional crisis faced by the peoples of the region, are continuing to all-out support policies of sustainable exploitation, chauvinism and war mongering.

The injustices and inequalities created by global neoliberal capitalism have been deepened even further by the climate crisis. By developing political vehicles like carbon trading, emission bargaining, the pricing of ecosystem services, new nuclear power stations which depend on deepening the split between society and nature and profit and capital oriented energy projects, states are condemning the people of the world to a lack of solutions.  

We are witnessing the abject failure of the ineffective policy measures  that have been being proposed by the international climate and environment regime. We see on a world scale national, racial, sexist injustices and inequalities along with ecological slaughters based on speciesism deepening every day.

The path to struggle against the climate crisis and ecological destruction lies through all out resistance.  As much as it requires opposition to fossil fuel use, it also needs opposition to war and to the existing male hegemonic system. It is clear that those who are responsible for the existing social and ecological crisis will be unable to develop a solution that will benefit the people and nature.  

The global climate movement has reached a consensus that the answer to the climate crisis will not come from bargaining behind closed doors between governments and the institutions of the United Nations, but from organised actions and peoples’ movements. The movements that defend the movement of all the peoples of the world on a basis of common struggle and equality, have created a tradition with the gatherings like the 2000 Hague Climate Justice Summit, the 2002 Bali Climate Justice Principles, the 2010 Cochabama Peoples Agreement and the 2013 Durban Declaration for Climate Justice. Today with the participation of more than 170 climate organisations from every corner of the world, on the basis of the Glasgow Climate Guarantee a struggle based on the self organisation and activity of the peoples of the world, the struggle continues.     

The Peoples Climate Conference is being organised urgently to form an effective policy and create a united struggle of all the oppressed peoples of the world against the climate crisis, ecological destruction, deepening injustice, inequality and poverty. With this aim,  the Peoples Climate Conference is meeting to discuss how we can create our own climate policy and political vehicles, putting the ineffective and insufficient policies proposed by the international climate regime to one side,   

The conference aims to research the problems listed below, bring together oppressed people, labourers, societies and women from Turkey, the region and the world, to develop global, regional and local alliances.

On what bases can global, regional and local action alliances be formed with a cosmpolitan/universal approach?

In the fossil fuel cul-de-sac how do we get away from the energy production policy guided by global neo-liberal capitalism that the peoples have been forced into. How can energy production and distribution that will truly serve the needs of the people, and give them the possibility of an equal, just, free and acceptable life, be determined and put into practice?

What should  an agricultural and livestock policy that will solve the food crisis and insure against the risks created by the industrial agricultural and livestock policies  imposed by global capitalism?  

What can be done to prevent water resources being used as a weapon of hegemony, especially in  the Middle East? 

How can we prevent the commercialisation of water basins and water sources and other common property of the peoples of the world such as forests, the atmosphere and shorelines? 

How can we strengthen defenceless and weak communities against the pressures to migrate, both within borders and across borders, one of the important reasons for which is this crisis?

How can we strengthen, with a just and egalitarian approach, the protection of the peoples’ health against the trap of commercialised health care policies? 

What are the paths and methods for the struggle against ecological destruction and capital centered proposals for dealing with the climate crisis, while giving no grounds to eco-fascism and ecological slaughter?

The mentality of capitalist civilisation, fed by patriarchy, oppresses both the land and women. What should the connection be between womens’ struggle and the ecological struggle, what do these struggles have in common and how do they resemble one another?

We will come together to search for solutions together, form a road map and weave a common struggle. Before it is too late we must create integrated democratic, just, ecological, women centered policies. We know that the only road to an ecological society is through peoples’ struggle and resistance.

We set out to weave together local, regional and international struggles. We have many struggles to fight and win before us, but will do this together; all of us, all together...

We will be happy to see you among us so that we can weave the strands of this fight together. 
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
